Greetings in the name of our Lord and 
Savior Jesus Christ.  It seems hard to believe that 
we are now at the end of 2011.  Where did the year 
go?  Thanks be to God so much is happening in the 
life and ministries of Chews. 

Please take note of the various special 
events which will occur during November/
December.  We will be celebrating All Saints 
Sunday, Baptisms, the welcoming of new 
members, our commitment for 2012, Thanksgiving, 
Advent and several Advent/Christmas events.  
Don’t miss the many opportunities for growth and 
fellowship here at Chews.  Remember, there is a 
place for you here.  We are a community of faith 
with Open Hearts, Open Minds and Open Doors. 

On October 30th we celebrated our 
Church Ministries at our annual Church 
Conference with our District Superintendent, 
the Rev. Dr. Robert Costello.  I thought I 
would share with you my report to the 
Church Conference —— 

Sunday, October 30, 2011 

“What a joy it is to report to my fourth 
Church Conference at Chews UMC.  I thank God for 
the privilege and honor to serve such an alive and 
vital congregation of the United Methodist Church. 

Chews UMC is active in making disciples for 
Jesus Christ.  We have seen a steady increase over 
the past few years in worship attendance:  
2007- 191, 2008- 202, 2009- 229, 2010- 241.  We 
are now in our third year of providing a third 

worship service with a contemporary format.  This 
service has brought needed energy and excitement 
to Chews.  Likewise the traditional services remain 
vital and growing. 

We are very excited about the number new 
people who have united with our fellowship over 
the past year.  Since our last Church Conference we 
have received 37 persons by Confession of Faith 
and 7 transfers from other UMC churches.  We 
have initiated a mentoring ministry for our new 
members by giving each of them a well established 
disciple here at Chews to help each one of them to 
become a full and active disciple of Jesus Christ.  
Likewise we continue to allow each one to use his/
her gifts for ministry.  All we can do is to praise the 
Lord for the excitement this has brought to the life 
and ministry at Chews. 

We believe that it is vital for disciples to 
grow in their discipleship.  Chews is blessed 

with many groups to engage children, youth and 
adults in ministry.  There are ministries for people 
of all ages from cradle to the grave.  I really do 
appreciate the dedication and hard work of our 
laity as they give their time and energy for these 
ministries.  One new ministry established this past 
year is our Intergenerational Wednesday Evening 
Gatherings.  There are groups and activities for all 
ages and it gives a wonderful opportunity for 
people to socialize over dinner, one with another.  
All I can say is thank you Lord. 

Another exciting point for us at Chews is 
the graduation in June of 14 new local Church Lay 
Speakers.  Seven in the adult class and seven in the

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young adult class.  We currently have seven Certified Lay Speakers and eighteen Local Church Lay 
Speakers.  The Lay Speakers are stepping forward and engaging in active ministry. 

As a church we are extremely blessed to have two Certified Candidates for the Ordained Ministry 
within the UMC.  Christina Yost is attending Methodist Theological School in Ohio and is working in a local 
church near the seminary.  James E. McDowell is looking into seminaries and hopes to begin soon.  He is 
working on staff at Mantua UMC. 

It is a joy for Chews UMC to send forth one of our own as a US 2 United Methodist Missionary, 
William B. Wilson, Jr.  Wil is stationed in Fargo, North Dakota, for two years and is involved in Campus 
Ministry as well as Homeless Ministry. 

We have also seen two of our lay speakers rise up to become Ministry Staff Members at Chews.  
When we bid farewell to our Assistant to the Pastor, Cherese Evans as she moved forward to Pastor at 
Magnolia UMC.  God opened a new door for staffing at Chews.  Janine Flint became the Assistant to the 
Pastor for Contemporary Worship and Small Group Ministries while Greg Ducati serves as the Assistant to 
the Pastor for Youth and Young Adult Ministries.  I praise God for God’s amazing guiding presence through 
this transition. 

Many of our Lay Speakers will be moving onward to take the certified course or renew their 
certification.  Janine Flint will be moving forward to become a Certified Lay Minister this coming year.  I 
truly appreciate the awesome team of laity I have the honor to work with in ministry. 

I stand amazed at the number of people who are rising up and engaging in mission.  We have people 
working with people in need here and around the world.  We are involved in countless number of 
ministries (see Outreach Report).  Recently Anita Braun became a member of the Neighborhood Center 
Board of Directors.  Our youth and young adults participated once again with J.U.N.E. Project over the 
summer.  Plans are already underway for next summer with our young adults going to New Orleans.  One of 
our new Lay Speakers will be going on a medical mission trip to South America.  Many of our members are 
involved with I.H.O.C., the Mary Jane Center, Friends of Richard (street ministry), Neighborhood Center, 
Fellowship House plus many more. 

We are growing in our giving to Connectional Ministries and 
Missions.  Over the past few years we have significantly increased 
our fair share giving through the UMC by paying 40% in 2008, 59% 
in 2009 and 73% in 2010.  It is our goal to reach 100% by the year 
2012.  God has enabled us to jump forward in our giving and our 
service.  We have also provided opportunities for special giving 
opportunities such as UM Fellowship Fund, Central Conference 
Pensions, UMCOR Relief and Wings of the Morning.  It is exciting to 
see what God is doing in this community of faith. 

I want to close my report to the Church Conference of 2011 
by thanking the laity for working with me in furthering the cause of 
Christ.  A special thank you to Rick Walker as he steps down as Lay Leader after many years of effective 
service.  I am deeply indebted to the laity for supporting and encouraging me in ministry.  Also thanks to an 
awesome staff who diligently fulfill their call to serve and make a difference.  To God Be The Glory.”

Charles Wesley: 99% Hymns Charles Wesley: 99% Hymns   

One of the two original founders of Methodism.  He 

was an ordained Anglican parish Rector/Pastor. 

Like his brother John, also 

witnessed in open fields at 

times.  Some people thought 

he was the better preacher! 

Member of the famous West-

minster Choral School at 8+ 

yrs old; he was formally edu-

cated in return for his singing. 

He was asked to be adopted 

by a wealthy Irish relative, to 

become his heir & Squire of 

an expansive Manor. 

He was rescued from a house fire when 2 years old. 

He was pro-British during the American Revolution. 

It was Charles who started the Holy Club for their 

òsystematic spiritual improvementó at Oxford, and 

kept it running (but John took over).  Students in the 

Holy Club were laughably termed òmethodists.ó 

Charlesõ own conversion experience was 3Ĭ days 

before Johnõs:  òI now found myself at peace with 

God and rejoiced at the hope of loving Christ.ó 

As one scholar put it, òHe set the Christian creeds 

to music.ó  People learned theology by singing it. 

His òAnd Can It Be that I Should Gainó is considered 

one of the finest summaries of Methodist doctrine.  

Find #363 in our pew Hymnal and ponder away! 

On average, he wrote ten lines of surviving poetry 

every day for 50 years.  He applied them to the fa-

miliar tunes of the day, including tavern melodies, 

so that the Gospel found expression in a new way. 

His hymns are literally packed with folk theology.  

They were meant for the people ñ òplain truth.ó 

He had a massive indexing system of hymn topics, 

to make them more usable.  The five indices in our 

red United Methodist Hymnal reflect this tradition. 

Charles knew that people would daily hum a tune, 

remember the lyrics, and thus recall Godõs story. 

His hymns taught the people of the revival the great 

theological truths of the movement, in a form that 

was understandable and easily remembered. 

  There are many tributes erected to Charles Wesley, 

but “his greatest memorial is over two-centuries’ of 

singers, still raising his words of a redemptive God in 

hymns that cannot die… because their truth is eternal.”
